2. ONLINE AND HYBRID TEACHING RESOURCES

Teaching online or HyFlex, when thoughtfully planned, can be very engaging and effective
across subjects and disciplines. Whether the content is taught synchronously (live) or
asynchronously (on your own time), faculty members can present information to students,
demonstrate processes, facilitate large or small group discussions, assess student learning
and provide feedback on assignments and assessments. ITLE has resources to assist

you in your planning for a short-term shift or a semester-long course.

3. CHANGES TO EXAMITY SETTINGS

The default setting for the Examity online proctoring service

have changed. The default proctoring option for assessments

imported into Examity from Canvas will now be Automated +
Audit instead of the previous Automated setting. In addition to
the normal automated authentication and recording features of
the previous setting, this will increase the cost to the student to
$6.75 from $4.75 but adds an audit of any flagged recordings
by Examity personnel.

Instructors that wish to use a different proctoring option can
change the option used by their exam by going to Examity,
clicking on the course, going to the Exams tab, clicking on the
exam, changing the Security Level setting to the desired option,

and saving the changes.
